Spiritual development

Through the curriculum, pupils develop:
· An ability to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, that inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s faiths, feelings and values
· A sense of enjoyment and fascination in learning about themselves, others and the world around them
· A use of imagination and creativity in learning
· Willingness to reflect on their experiences


Within the Geography curriculum, we allow students the chance to investigate the topics and find an enjoyment out of learning about the world around them. We regularly give opportunities for students to work independently and discover things for themselves about physical and human geography. Examples can be seen in our Year 8; we inspire fascination in learning by allowing students to choose the parts of China they wish to know more about. Regular challenge tasks are also built into our lessons that require students to reflect on their own thoughts and beliefs or to use creativity and an application of gained knowledge to “solve” some of the world's biggest problems. Using local links within the curriculum, for example the coastal process along the Holderness coast, allows our students to reflect on their own previous experiences and apply it wherever possible. 

Moral development

Through the curriculum, pupils develop:
· An ability to recognise the difference between right and wrong and readily apply this understanding in their own lives, recognise legal boundaries and, in so doing, respect the civil and criminal law of England
· An understanding of the consequences of their behaviour and actions
· An interest in investigating and offering reasoned views about moral and ethical issues and ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues


Students explore some of the poorest areas of the world (such as Sierra Leone) and investigate the conditions and causes of the poverty. They are encouraged to form a viewpoint on these areas and role of richer countries in helping them and the degree to which they should be supported. Students are reminded how their choices can impact people thousands of miles away and that as Geographers they should think about the consequences of their actions.







Social development

Through the curriculum, pupils develop:
· A use of a range of social skills in different contexts, for example working and socialising with other pupils, including those from different religious, ethnic and socio-economic backgrounds
· A willingness to participate in a variety of communities and social settings, including by volunteering, co-operating well with others and being able to resolve conflicts effectively
· An acceptance and engagement with the fundamental British values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs; they develop and demonstrate skills and attitudes that will allow them to participate fully in and contribute positively to life in modern Britain


In Geography we allow our students to complete a wide variety of tasks that include independent and collaborative tasks. We use group work when appropriate to allow students to share their ideas and develop their social skills. We also allow students to experience multiple roles/stake holders when tackling issues so that they can demonstrate skills of mutual respect and understand when it comes to opposing points of view.

Cultural development

Through the curriculum, pupils develop:
· An understanding and appreciation of the wide range of cultural influences that have shaped their own heritage and those of others
· An understanding and appreciation of the range of different cultures within school and further afield as an essential element of their preparation for life in modern Britain
· A knowledge of Britain’s democratic parliamentary system and its central role in shaping our history and values, and in continuing to develop Britain
· A willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical, sporting and cultural opportunities
· An interest in exploring, improving understanding of and showing respect for different faiths and cultural diversity and the extent to which they understand, accept, respect and celebrate diversity, as shown by their tolerance and attitudes towards different religious, ethnic and socioeconomic groups in the local, national and global communities

Within Geography we ensure that the students are aware of the local links present in their learning. By doing this our students gain a clear appreciation for how the learning reflects their own heritage and those of the people around them. Within KS3 we complete a unit on ‘The Geography of the UK’ that highlights to students the differences that can be seen across the UK as well as the changing landscape in the UK due to factors like migration. By tackling and investigating common misconceptions we allow our students to clearly understand the roles and values present in Britain.  Our curriculum is also designed to show students cultures and experiences beyond the UK so that they can appreciate global interactions and how they will impact their lives.
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
